 BUDGET MESSAGE

August 22nd, 2024 

Honorable Mayor 
Members of City Commission 
Residents of Davenport, Florida 

I am pleased to present a proposed budget for FY 2024/2025 in the amount of $61,432,460. 
Prepared responsibly and conservatively to ensure accountability to the taxpayers of 
Davenport, this budget is balanced at the millage rate of 7.2500 mills. 

The proposed budget was drafted with three underlying objectives: 

• Create an environment that fosters and encourages improvement in our  City
• Provide services that improve the quality of life for our residents
• Work to address the City’s current needs and prepare for the future

Budget Highlights 

The FY 2024/2025 budget has been developed with an emphasis on continuing to manage 
the City’s unprecedented growth of the last several years, keeping in mind potential future 
uncertainty. This budget is designed to balance the City’s short-term needs while 
contemplating current day issues. The FY 2024/2025 budget adds the necessary funding 
to maintain the current high level of service provided to our citizens and to support city 
staff in an environment of rising cost under the context of what may lie ahead. 

Millage Rate & Ad Valorem (Property) Tax Revenues 

The proposed FY 2024/2025 General Fund budget is balanced at a millage rate of 
7.2500 mills. The 2024 preliminary tax roll totals of $1,234,447,374 is an increase 
of $208,844,673 or 20.3% over the 2023 amount of $1,027,153,386. The past five 
years the City has realized an average property value increase of 30%. 
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With the millage rate of 7.2500, the proposed budget will provide an additional 
$1,278,870 in budgeted ad-valorem revenues for our City as a result of increased 
property values. These additional funds will be used to restore, upgrade, and maintain 
much needed infrastructure/facilities and better address our personnel needs. 
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Employee Benefits 

The proposed budget includes a COLA increase of 4% for City employees. The 
increase will cost $236,925, $199,265 in the General Fund, $35,855 in the 
Water/Wastewater Fund, and $1,805 in the Stormwater  Fund. 

Also included in the FY 2024/2025 proposed budget is the continuation of the 4% Merit 
Program. The city-wide cost is $118,695: $94,975 in the General Fund, $22,315 in 
the Water/Wastewater Fund, and $1,405 in the Stormwater  Fund. 

The City continues to be a member of Florida Local Government Health Insurance 
Consortium (FLGHIC). The results of this decision have been very positive. The 
claims cost to premiums paid comparison has resulted in the City receiving a rebate 
of over $100,000 each year of membership. Health insurance premiums have 
remained flat for the past several years but an increase of 14.8% has been 
incorporated into the FY 24/25 budget. Likewise, a 5% increase in dental insurance 
is included in the FY 24/25 budget. All other insurance premiums will remain 
unchanged. The total budgetary impact for these changes is $160,420, $129,825 in 
the General Fund, $29,440 in the Water/Wastewater Fund and $1,155 in Stormwater 
Fund. The proposed budget continues to fund 100% of employee benefits, which 
includes health, dental, life and LTD. Employees can extend coverage for health, 
dental and life to their dependents, but must pay 100% of the cost. 

To help encourage the development of our employees, $4,000 has been budgeted 
for tuition reimbursement as allowed in the City’s Employee Personnel Handbook. 

The City has established two defined benefit retirement plans, General Employees 
and Police Officer/Firefighters. The City will continue to fund the General 
Employees and Police Officer/Firefighters pension plans according to actuarial 
requirements. Each member of both plans is required to contribute 5% of salary and 
the City will contribute 11.8% to the General Employees and 3.2% to the Police 
Officers/Firefighters. The City will continue to receive the insurance surcharge 
money from the State of Florida to help fund the Police/Fire plans. 



Employee Positions 

New Positions 
The proposed FY 2024/2025 budget includes 10 new full-time positions. The new 
positions include the following:

Lift Station Tech Collections & Distributions Full-Time $64,125 

• As the City continues to grow an additional Finance Clerk is needed to
help manage the day-to-day operations of the Finance Department.

• As growth continues the need for additional Public Safety staff, both
Police and Fire will be a priority.

• As the City continues to add additional facilities, there is a need to expand
its facility maintenance staff.

• A Wastewater Plant Trainee and Lift Station Tech positions are needed
in preparation for the City’s continued expansion of sewer facilities.

The total number of City positions in the FY 2024/2025 proposed budget is: 119 
full-time, 3 temporary part-time in the Fire Department, and 5 seasonal in the Parks 
and Recreation Department. 

Operating Expenditures 

The proposed FY 2024/2025 budget includes funding designed to address present 
and future issues the City is and will be facing. A proactive approach is being 
employed to smooth any transitional effect that current growth may cause. 



Capital Projects 
 
 
The proposed FY 2024/20254 budget includes a Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) that 
forecasts and matches projected revenues and capital needs over a five-year period. The 
capital improvements for 2024/2025 are funded in the proposed budget. Improvements 
shown for subsequent years are simply a plan of desired capital needs.  Some of the 
capital items included in the proposed budget for this fiscal year include (please see 
Capital Improvement Plan for full list): 

 
• Design and construction of a new Lewis Mathews Sports Complex 
• Major Upgrades to the City’s IT Infrastructure 
• Expand Wilson Park Splash Pad 
• Banquet Hall Expansion  
• Walking trail around North Lake  
• Alternative Water Project 
• Completion Wastewater Phase 2 Construction 
• Powerline Road extension waterline and force main improvements 
• Wastewater Phase 3 
• Emerging Contaminates Pilot Program 

 
 
 

Reserve 
 
 
To continue the stability of our City’s finances, the proposed budget includes the 
policy of maintaining a healthy unassigned reserve.  The projected reserve for the 
General Fund at September 30, 2024, is $14,851,903.  The FY 2024/2025 budget for 
the General Fund reflects a projected surplus of $877,260 to increase the fund reserves 
to $15,729,163 at September 30, 2025.  The projected unassigned reserve in the 
Water/Wastewater Fund at September 30, 2024 is $7,113,87810.  The FY 2024/2025 
budget for the Water/Wastewater Fund is balanced using $1,594,700 of reserves 
resulting in an unassigned reserve balance of $5,519,178 at year end. The use of 
reserves is expected in the short term with all the utility improvements underway. Once 
the current rate study and implemented this will correct itself.
